SCHOLARLY AND PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT

On November 1-2, 2003, Maureen Balke (Music) coordinated and presided over the Great Lakes Regional student auditions of the National Association of Teachers of Singing, held at Bowling Green State University.  Maureen is the Regional Governor and also Auditions Chair for the second year.  As such she was responsible for all teacher and student registrations, approval of all submitted vocal repertoire, and all scheduling and judge assignments for this two-day event which involved over 400 student singers in categories ranging from high school through advanced college level, and nearly 100 teachers/adjudicators, from Michigan, Indiana, Ohio and Ontario.

Adjunct voice instructor Robert Doyle participated as an adjudicator in several categories, and was an invaluable contributor in the Tabulation Room.  Mr. Doyle's voice student Matt Meunier earned the 2nd place award in his category.   

Pianists Michelle Beaton (Staff Accompanist), Elena Solero and Shelby Williams participated by accompanying several Albion students, and as hard-working Staff Accompanists for many other singers at this event.

David Green (Chemistry) has been chosen by the Analytical Laboratory Managers Association (ALMA) to receive its Distinguished Service Award for Laboratory Management, the highest award given by ALMA, and David is only the second laboratory manager in the country ever to be chosen for this award. Marcy Sacks (History) has had her article manuscript, "'To Be a Man and Not a Lackey': Black Men, Work, and the Construction of Manhood in Gilded Age New York City,' accepted for publication in the journal, American Studies.  It should be out this spring.  

She also has been asked to submit an essay proposal for inclusion in a volume (edited by Ira Berlin and Leslie Harris) on slavery in New York City to be published in conjunction with a forthcoming exhibit on the same topic at the New York Historical Society in the fall of 2005.  Her essay will address the views of slavery in the city held by long-time black New Yorkers in the post-Civil War period.
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
