COMMITTEE ANNOUNCEMENTS

From Curriculum & Resources Committee:
C&RC has approved the following revisions to the Biology Major and Minor:

The Biology Department proposes to (1) specify a minimum number of biology courses that must have laboratory components for the Major and for the Minor in Cell and Molecular Biology (CMB) and (2) update the list of appropriate courses, including those approved by Course Change Committee for changes in course number or as new courses, for components of the Major and CMB Minor.

Rationale for changes:  (1) Several non-lab upper-level courses have been added to or proposed for our biology curriculum in the past two years.  Such courses add to the diversity of courses available in the major and CMB minor but allow for the possibility that students could take non-lab courses for up to half of the biology courses in the major and more than half of the courses in the CMB minor.  The department considers laboratory components of courses to be valuable learning experiences for students and wants to specify that at least six courses in the major and four courses in the CMB minor include labs.

(2) The list of courses for analytical laboratory work for the Major should delete 335, which has been renumbered as 365.  The advanced analytical work for the Major now includes 365 Environmental Microbiology (formerly 335) and a new course, 367 Virology (both the number change from 335 to 365 and the new course have been approved by Course Change Committee).  Courses included as part of the CMB minor now include 324 (Developmental Biology, now taught by Molly Scheel with a molecular component), 365, and 367.

One unit of field work (215, 216, 225, 227, 237)

One unit of analytical laboratory work (301, 314, 317, 322, 324, 332, 341)

One course of advanced analytical, seminar, or individualized study (361, 362, 364, 365, 366, 367, 368, 401, 402, 411, 412)

In special cases a student may substitute one or two units of upper-class work from    

related fields as approved in advance by the staff.

Other requirements for the major would not be changed from the current catalog.

Jason Antrosio (Anthropology/Sociology) has published the article "Inverting Development Discourse in Colombia: Transforming Andean Hearths" in American Anthropologist 104(4):1110-1122 (December 2002).

As Great Lakes Regional Governor and Auditions Chair, Maureen Balke (Music) presided over the Regional Auditions of the National Association of Teachers of Singing held on November 2-3, 2002 at Bowling Green State University.  This major vocal competition involved over 350 solo performers from high school through advanced college categories, and 75 judges from Indiana, Ohio, Michigan, and Ontario.  

Music Department Adjunct Instructors Robert Doyle and Jin Sook Hong participated as adjudicators. Staff Accompanist Michelle Beaton, and staff pianists Shelby Williams and Elena Solero served both by accompanying Albion College student participants, and as Staff Pianists for the competition itself. Of the ten Albion college students who participated, six advanced to the second round of these very competitive auditions.  Jordi Greene, Albion native and voice student of Maureen Balke, won the Second Place award in her category, First-Year College Women.  Tim Krause of Albion High School, voice student of Robert Doyle, earned Honorable Mention in the High School Men category.  

Michelle Beaton was the featured pianist on a recently released CD with American Tenor Jonathan Boyd.  Featured works include On Wenlock Edge and songs by Gabriel Faure and Lee Hoiby. The CD was recorded in San Francisco with members of the San Francisco Symphony and Mr. Boyd.  Mr. Boyd is presently on the San Francisco Opera roster.
