CCC approved the following new courses:
Biology 363 Neurobiology (1)
Fall

Prerequisite:  Biology 210.  
Provides both a general overview of neurobiology for newcomers as well as an opportunity to explore some of the most exciting current topics in the field of neurobiology in greater detail.  Topics include sensory and motor systems, learning, memory, behavior, CNS development, neural evolution, neurobiological disorders and therapies.  Students will have the opportunity to learn to read scientific papers carefully and critically while preparing for class discussions that will be led by their fellow students.  Students will also participate in a series of laboratory exercises designed to enhance what is learned in lecture and to introduce students to common techniques used by neurobiologists. IDY 105, Introduction to Peace Studies (1)
This introduction to Peace Studies Course will include an historical overview as well as a contemporary analysis of the traditions of non-violence, peace-building and conflict resolution. Music 205, Jazz Improvisation (1)
An introduction to the art and craft of jazz improvisation through a study of the theoretical, historical, philosophical and aesthetic factors surrounding its past, present and future performance practice. Spch 313 Intercultural Communication (1)
Spring
An exploration of the role communication plays in both defining and sustaining culture both globally and locally.  By applying current research and theories in intercultural communication, students are introduced to major topics pertaining to communication between cultures.  Topics include, but are not limited to:  the way a culture’s deep meaning structure impacts the way people communication; culture specific verbal and nonverbal norms; advice on verbal and nonverbal behavior when doing business internationally; adjusting to culture shock; and exploring various subcultures in the United States. SCHOLARLY AND PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT
Mark Bollman (Mathematics and Computer Science) presented a paper, "Evolution of the Liberal Arts Mathematics Course in the 20th Century," at the Joint Mathematics Meetings in Atlanta, GA on January 6.

Jeff Carrier (Biology) had a paper published in the December issue of Animal Behaviour with Albion grad Nick Whitney (2000), Nick's first paper, titled "Group Courtship, mating behavior, and siphon sac function in the whitetip reef shark, Triaenodon obesus."  Jeff had another paper published in a book, The Elasmobranch Husbandry Manual, produced by the Association of Zoos and Aquaria (A.Z.A.) for the captive maintenance of sharks.  The paper was titled "Assessing reproductive potential and gestation in nurse sharks (Ginglymostoma cirratum) using ultrasonography and endoscopy: an example of bridging the gap between field research and captive studies," co-authored with veterinarians from SeaWorld of Orlando and originally published in the journal Zoo Biology.  Finally, Jeff's book, The Biology of Sharks and Their Relatives, published in March of 2004, was the recipient of a 2004 Choice Award by the American Library Association.  From the A.L.A. announcement: "Choice editors base their selections on the reviewer's evaluation of the work, the editor's knowledge of the field, and the reviewer's record.  The list was known as Outstanding Academic Books until 2000.  The new name reflects an increase in reviews of electronic products and Internet sites.  In awarding Outstanding Academic Titles, the editors apply several criteria to reviewed titles: overall excellence in presentation and scholarship importance relative to other literature in the field; distinction as a first treatment of a given subject in book or electronic form; originality or uniqueness of treatment; value to undergraduate students; importance in building undergraduate library collections."  

Geoff Cocks (History) has had his recent book, The Wolf at the Door:  Stanley Kubrick, History, and the Holocaust (2004), named as an "International Book of the Year" in the December 3 issue of the Times Literary Supplement  by novelist and screenwriter Frederic Raphael.  Raphael, who co-wrote the screenplay for Kubrick's last film, Eyes Wide Shut, was initially skeptical of the book's thesis that "Kubrick's work--especially The Shining--is brimming with concealed, obsessive reference to the Holocaust," but concludes that "Cocks's meticulous mastery of Kubrick's work and of the relevant literature sheds improbably illuminating light on an elusive, allusive genius."

Darren Mason (Mathematics & Computer Science) was primary author on the article, “U.S.-Russian Collaboration to Enhance Engineering Education and Development of Internationally Recognized Programs in Russia,” which has been accepted to appear as a book chapter in Innovations 2005 – World Innovations in Engineering Education and Research, a publication of the International Network for Engineering Education and Research.  This book will have over 540 pages with forty‑one chapters.  The 91 authors are from 15 countries: Norway, Pakistan, Portugal, Russia, Sweden, R.O.C. (Taiwan), United Arab Emirates, United Kingdom, and USA.  There were more than two hundred sixty reviewers from over forty countries.  The wide range of topics covered in the book concern new curriculum models; the teaching of design; internationalization; linkage to industry; web‑based instruction; linkage between education and research; and learning assessment.  The expected date of publication is March 1, 2005.  Co-authors on this work were R. Harichandran and T. Maleck, Department of Civil and Environmental Engineering at Michigan State University (MSU); J. Merrill and D. Prestel, Department of Linguistics, Germanic, Slavic, Asian, and African Languages at MSU; and V. Galishnikova, Volgograd State University of Architecture and Civil Engineering
In January, Dean McCurdy (Biology) delivered a poster presentation entitled, “Are female-biased sex ratios in a key amphipod caused by male-biased predation or sex-distorting parasites?” at the Annual Meeting of the Society for Integrative and Comparative Biology (San Diego, CA). The poster (currently displayed in Olin Hall) includes students Mike Kopec (’05), Sean Logan (’04), and Diana Lancaster (’06) as co-authors and describes research on marine fish predators as well as a newly-discovered parasite that converts male crustaceans into females!

POROI 3, 2 (October 2004).  

Greg Saltzman (Economics and Management) recently began a three-year term on the editorial advisory board of the journal, Perspectives on Work.  He will give a conference presentation in early March in San Antonio on legal issues related to collective bargaining in higher education.  In mid-March, he will be a discussant at a conference in New York City for a session on generational issues in collective bargaining.
