From Curriculum & Resources Committee:

Definition of Lab and Studio Courses

Normally one unit courses at Albion College meet for a minimum of 150 minutes to a maximum of 250 minutes.  Courses which require additional time for the basic teaching of course content may be designated laboratory or studio courses, and as such may include up to 230 minutes of additional instruction time per week.  Courses may be designated labs or studios if they require that students interact with, observe or manipulate materials (organic or inorganic), human or animal test subjects in accordance with Albion College’s ethical and safety policies, languages, or natural phenomena in a way that is consistent with accepted practice in the discipline.  Lab and studio courses will receive no additional credit for additional time spent in the laboratory or the studio other than that awarded for the base course offering.  Additional time spent in classroom lab or studio activities will be considered part of the course load for the class.

Instructors may request a lab designation at the time the course first goes to the Course Change Committee or it may be sent back to the committee at anytime after it has been approved with sufficient justification for adding a lab or studio component.  Instructors should include a description of the course and justification for the amount of time that it meets.  How are course objectives more effectively met by multiple hours in lecture and/or discussion than in lab sections?  Could these course objectives be more effectively met by a two or more course sequence?

Please note that Lab courses are now designated with a separate lab section with an L suffix designating their status.  If you wish to include a lab with your course, you must present it to Course Change and ask that a course number other than the __89 designation be assigned.

Courses which have already been approved as lab or studio courses need not apply again.    

Lecture and Lab both will be listed as part of the course description in the catalog.
