From Curriculum & Resources Committee:
The Curriculum and Resources Committee recommends that Bachelor of Fine Arts candidates should have the choice to pursue minors in other departments in addition tobesides art Art history History and that  the awarding of these minors should be recognized on students’ official transcripts.  

At the present time, students who are Bachelor of Fine Arts candidates may not pursue a second major as that would constitute being awarded a second degree.  This rationale has been erroneously was extended to the awarding of minors to BFA students as well, with art Art history History being the only minor that is was officially recognized on the students’ transcripts. Unlike BA students who are required to take 32 credits to graduate, BFA students are required to take 34 credits.  BFA students are required to take 13 of these credits outside of the Art Department and many find that they have the flexibility and time in their schedules to use these credits to complete a minor.  Since completion of a minor is not the equivalent of earning a second degree, C&RC believes strongly that a BFA student should be able to choose to pursue any minor offered by the college and that the awarding of this minor should be reflected on the official transcript.

We will see how artworks in Sub-Saharan Africa are employed to unify and guide living extended family and clan members, ancestors, and communities. 

Students will critically investigate, articulate, and evaluate their own views of creativity, the aesthetic, and the arts, at conceptual depths accessible only through sustained philosophical questioning, and in a manner that is culturally and historically informed.

SCHOLARLY AND PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT
The Biology Department was awarded a $154,207 Course, Curriculum, and Laboratory Improvement (CCLI) grant from the National Science Foundation (NSF).  Molly Scheel (Principal Investigator), Dean McCurdy, Dan Skean, Ken Saville, Chris Rohlman, Luti Erbeznik, Jeff Carrier, Mark Lelle, and Kurt Hellman participated in preparation of the grant and will use the funding to improve laboratory instruction across the biology and biochemistry curricula.

Paul Anderson (Mathematics & Computer Science) and Mark Meerschaert have a paper that recently came out in The Journal of Time Series Analysis, Vol. 26 Issue 4, Pages 489-518, July 2005, “Parameter Estimation for Periodically Stationary Time Series.”  The Journal of Time Series Analysis is sponsored by the illustrious Bernoulli Society for Mathematical Statistics and Probability.

Craig Bieler (Chemistry) and colleagues at the University of California, Irvine, recently published a paper in the Journal of Chemical Physics entitled "Time-Dependent Pump-probe Spectra of NeBr2."  Albion alum Benjamin Olbricht '05 was a co-author on the paper.  Craig continued his research collaboration this summer in California with the assistance of Natalie McKinney '06 (Thanks, FURSCA!).  In addition to collecting data for the continuing NeBr2 project, they were able to make the first experimental observations on the weakly-bound molecular cluster ArBr2.

Andrew Bishop (Music) released his debut recording as a leader, Time & Imaginary Time (Envoi Recordings) featuring drummer Gerald Cleaver, bassist Tim Flood, and booklet artwork by recent Albion graduate, Amy Weinmeister (2005).  The 13 original compositions draw inspiration from sources ranging from personal reflection to physics principles and their conceptual association to the process of composition, improvisation, and rhythmic pulse time.  The disc made radio playlists around the world and was on WEMU’s top 25 played recordings for three weeks straight.  Dave Lynch of All Music Guide writes: “On his inaugural release as a bandleader, saxophonist/clarinetist Andrew Bishop proves that avant-garde jazz benefits greatly from the touch of a skilled composer; Bishop combines a jazzman's fire and flow with a rigorous compositional sensibility, resulting in a potent and highly satisfying blend.” The link to the entire review can be found at www.andrewbishop.net <http://www.andrewbishop.net.
Bishop performed with Gerald Cleaver’s Violet Hour in New York City on August 12 at the Cornelia Street Café.  While in New York he also performed with a collective quartet including Cleaver on drums, Jacob Sacks on piano, and Chris Lightcap on bass at the C Note on August 14.  Other notable summer performances include: The Michigan Jazz Festival and Gross Point Summer Festival with the Steve Wood Octet; the Summer Music in the Park Series in Lewisburg, Pennsylvania; the Glen Arbor Art Association Center Gallery Summer Performance Series with the Ellen Rowe Quartet; and a featured performance on the soundtrack of a new multi-media DVD and theater work by composer and performance artist Andy Kirshner.

Bishop edited and published three original compositions for jazz ensemble:  More Than Sugar, Bingo, and Funeral Music for Jobim and Piazzolla with Walrus Music Publishing.

Mark Bollman (Mathematics and Computer Science) served as a panelist at Mathfest, the summer meeting of the Mathematical Association of America, in Albuquerque, NM, on August 6.  The panel, for graduate students and new faculty, was on "Negotiating with the Administration."
Jeff Carrier (Biology) was the recipient of grant funds from the Defense Advanced Research Projects Agency (D.A.R.P.A.) to investigate shark sensory input and integration. The project is a collaborative effort with colleagues from the University of Michigan’s Department of Biomedical Engineering. The research project will be conducted on Albion’s campus and will use sharks maintained in the new Kresge Science Complex. The funding will specifically provide $100,000 of the $600,000 total award to support Carrier’s work for the first year, with the possibility for renewal up to four years at increased levels of funding.

Jeff was also elected to a second two-year term as President of the American Elasmobranch Society (an international, professional organization of scientists, fisheries resource managers, and educators who study sharks and their relatives) at the Society’s annual meeting held in Tampa, Florida, in July where he also chaired a session of presented papers on "Shark Feeding and Energetics." 

Jeff’s most recent paper “Elasmobranch Courtship and Mating Behavior” was published in August in William Hamlett (Ed.) Reproductive Behavior and Phylogeny of Elasmobranchs (Science Publishers, Inc. Queensland, Australia) with long-time colleague Wes Pratt of Mote Marine Laboratory.

Finally, Jeff was awarded a “Lifetime Achievement Award” by Huron Valley Ambulance Services at a ceremony in Ann Arbor for his volunteer service as an EMT and EMT Instructor, his contributions to emergency medical services education, and his leadership over the last two decades while Albion’s Ambulance Service was an all-volunteer agency.

Jennifer Chapman (Theatre and Dance) authored a chapter in Qualitative Methods in Sports Studies with Heather Sykes (U of Toronto) and Anne Swedberg (U of Wisconsin-Madison) titled Performed Ethnography.  The text, edited by David Andrews (U of Maryland), Daniel Mason (U of Alberta) and Michael Silk (U of Maryland), will be published by Berg in September 2005.

Jim Cook (emeritus, English) has received copies of his translations of Selected Poems of Isabella Andreini,  Lanham Md.: Scarecrow Press.  Edited by Anne Macneil of the University of North Carolina's department of music, the bi-lingual volume contains a 100-poem, representative sample of the Italian verse of the most famous European actress, singer, poet of the 16th century.

Karen Erlandson (Speech Communication) had her article “Gender Difference in Language Use” accepted for publication in Communication Teacher (Volume 19, Number 4).
Darren Mason (Mathematics & Computer Science) collaborated on the paper “Fracture Initiation/ Propagation Parameters for Duplex TiAl Grain Boundaries Based on Twinning, Slip, Crystal Orientation, and Boundary Misorientation” with T.R. Bieler, M.A. Crimp, A. Fallahi, F. Pourboghrat, D. Kumar, B.C. Ng, B.A. Simkin, and A. Zamiri, which has been published in the archival journal Intermetallics, 13 (9), pp. 979–984.

Darren also served as visiting professor of Civil and Environmental Engineering at Michigan State University from 05/15/2005 – 07/15/2005.  In addition to teaching mathematical statistics and rigid body dynamics at MSU, Darren also helped guide students through and between St. Petersburg and Moscow as part of a joint Study-Abroad program between Michigan State University, Albion College, and other educational institutions.  The majority of instruction for these students took place at three universities (pedagogical, polytechnic, and engineering) in Volgograd, Russia, from the end of May 2005 to the beginning of July 2005.  During summer 2005, 59 students, with areas of interest ranging from education to literature to engineering and mathematics, participated in this multidisciplinary program.

In May, Dean McCurdy (Biology) received word that his manuscript entitled “Foraging and impacts by benthic fish on the intertidal amphipod, Corophium volutator” was accepted for publication in the Journal of Crustacean Biology. The paper describes interactions between flatfish and their main prey item on mudflats in the Bay of Fundy, Canada. Two Albion students (Sean Logan ’04 and Diana Lancaster ’06) are listed as co-authors on the manuscript, which will appear in the November, 2005 issue of the journal (vol. 25, issue 4).

In June, The Friends of Poetry, in collaboration with Kalamazoo artist Conrad Kaufman, selected Julie’s poem “Lake Effect” to be featured on a mural in downtown Kalamazoo.

'Dimeji Togunde (Anthro/Sociology) attended the 6th Annual Conference of the Institute for the African Child, Ohio University, Athens, Ohio, from June 16-18, 2005, where he presented a paper titled "Child Labor and Educational Outcomes in Urban Nigeria."

'Dimeji has just recently been appointed as an International Editorial Board Member of the Nigerian Journal of Anthropology and Sociology.  This is a new journal founded by the Obafemi Awolowo University's Department of Anthropology and Sociology, Ile-Ife, Nigeria, where he previously taught and obtained his Bachelor's and Master's degrees before coming to study for his doctorate degree in the United States.  'Dimeji is also currently serving as an anonymous referee for the journal West African Review. 

In July 2005, Yi-Li Wu (History) served on a National Endowment for the Humanities Fellowship review panel that evaluated fellowship applications in East Asian studies.
